Upper Snake River CWMA

An unusually long hard
winter, then a summer
with temperatures over
100 degrees did not slow
weeds down.

However, the Upper Snake
River CWMA accomplished
15 projects using herbi-

cide spraying, biocontrols,

goat grazing, mapping, and
early detection rapid re-
sponse (EDRR) in which all
had great involvement and
positive results. All five
Spray days were highly
attended, and summer
mapping projects revealed
new target areas for next
years EDRR.

The USRCWMA is working
towards combining county
mapping results to make a
new CWMA EDRR map.
These maps will aid in
planning next years pro-
jects to stop noxious
weeds from spreading to
new areas.

Bomb Blast effect from five
years of bio -control feeding
in dense spurge.

The noxious weed, Leafy
spurge, was introduced to
North America in the 19th
century. Now it infests sev-
eral million U.S. acres.

Cattle and horses usually
avoid it, but if they do eat it,
its milky latex may cause
severe sickness. In addi-
tion, leafy spurge forms
monocultures driving out
native plants and degrading
wildlife habitats. Annual
direct and indirect eco-
nomic losses due to leafy
spurge are estimated to
exceed $120 million in the
Northwestern states.

Leafy spurge has a number

of biological characteristics
that have caused it to be
difficult to control with her-
bicides. Thus, biological
control is a valuable man-
agement tool.

In the past High Country
RC&D assisted County
Weed Superintendents in
successfully establishing
multiple colonies of Aph-
thona flavaand Aphthona
nigriscutis, commonly
known as flea beetles. Flea

beetles only target Leafy
spurge not harming other
plants and local crops.

This was a banner year for
the flea beetles with mil-
lions showing up from past
releases. This year 22
10,000+ colonies were col-
lected from a Madison
County insectory for new
colony release sites.
