The HCR& area serves over 185,000 people and includes Bonneville, Butte, Clark, Custer,
Fremont, Jefferson, Lemhi, Madison, Teton counties and a portion of Teton County, Wyoming.

The HCRC&D Council 804 (c)(3) norprofit organizationincorporated with the Stte of Idaho.
HCRCA&D assists its sponsors by providing specialized technical assistance and support to projects
that are consistent with a balanced and sustainable environment, community, and economy.
Sponsors include county government, city government, eonservation districts. Project partners
include federal, state, and local agencies, fpoafit organizations and foundations, private

business, and individuals.

The USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service provides a staff to assist the Council wit
implementation of its long range priorities, objectives, and courses of action. The Council acts to
accomplish projects, which are carried out by sponsors with assistance from an RC&D Coordinator
and Program Assistant.

Program development and prioritieare guided by an Areside Council of elected and appointed
officials representing our sponsors. One member from each county serves on our Board of
Directors, which is the action arm of the Council. The Council consists of a Chairman, Vice
Chairman, an®ecretary/Treasurer. Actions taken at meetings include adopting the annual plan of
work, reviewing bylaws, adopting a budget, and reviewing project action. RC&D projects are
adopted by the Council as a means of accomplishing Council objectives.
